  Dear Parishioners, 
 
As many of our young people head 
back/off to college this Ɵme of the 
year, there is a lot of advice, 
counsel and suggesƟons going 
around...  I came across an arƟcle in 

the New York Times a few days ago that caught my 
aƩenƟon.  It collected ‘counsel’ from those who have 
gone off to college previously and were now willing to 
pass on the wisdom they had accumulated...  It was 
called Advice for Students from Those Who Know: Older 
Students!  I'm sure you can Google it.  I found it to be 
fascinaƟng and well, somewhat unusual at the same 
Ɵme.  The advice and counsel were good.  It was sane.  
Nothing crazy.  It reminded me a lot of my own days in 
college and going away from home for the first Ɵme.  I 
parƟcularly enjoyed how it conveyed informaƟon 
gained from other college students who had recently 
gone off to college.  This was college kids talking to 
college kids!  Giving advice?  Well, giving advice is 
such...  Well you know...  Please!  Spare me! 
There is a big difference between giving advice and 
sharing experiences...  Enough said. 
 
I marvel - I guess – that I can sƟll idenƟfy with the 
experiences shared by these older students.  I think also 
that you too might be able to idenƟfy as well.  When I 
come to think of it, it does not maƩer whether you are, 
were or never have been college bound.  There are life 
lessons here that make sense.  I would even say they 
apply to life in our parish and the Church.  I list here the 
general categories and headings of the arƟcle.  I'll offer 
a word or two to explain.  The categories are:  EXTEND 
YOURSELF, DO THE WORK, UNDERSTAND THE SYSTEM 
AND WORK IT, BE YOURSELF, TEND TO YOURSELF, 
DEVELOP PEOPLE SKILLS and DON’T GET STUCK.  
 
Now translated this means... in college-speak:  "You 
goƩa move beyond your comfort zone; this is no longer 
high school.  Remember someone is paying for all this... 
so take advantage of it and do the work... go to class, 
read and outline everything!  Know whom to call in the 
department... especially the secretaries and 
administraƟve assistants; they know how to get things 
done and through the system...  Use your giŌs and 
talents like never before... We’re not in Kansas anymore 
Toto... this is not high school...  There is a lot less 
conformity going on...  Eat as best you can... exercise...  

and get enough sleep!  It's a Ɵme to make new friends.. 
reach out to others...  It is a great opportunity to  
develop and hone those people skills...  If you get 
bogged down, call someone...  There is no need to get 
locked in on anything." 
 
That is my translaƟon of those older students  
comments collected in the arƟcle.  I recommend it to 
the college bound, parents and, well, all of us. 
 
The Boston Globe had compelling arƟcle the other day 
that might also be of help to the college bound,  
parents and all of us!  10 things I wish I’d known before 
my daughter became addicted to heroin.  It was by a  
Beverly Conyers, which is really a pseudonym as the 
person may be part of some 12 Step program.  I won’t 
list all ten items but it is worth a read...  there were 
some great insights and info in the arƟcle.  Allow me 
just one quote:  It reports that addicƟon has a mental 
health component...  “People with mood, anxiety, or 
conduct disorders are about twice as likely as the gen-
eral populaƟon to develop substance-use disorder....  
For those individuals, substances offer relief from  
emoƟonal pain in a way that’s profoundly compelling.  
Many addicts — including my daughter — describe an 
“inner empƟness” that existed long before they began 
using mind-altering substances.” 
 
It’s my belief and hope, that here at St. Margaret Mary 
parish, by the pracƟce of our faith and the profession 
of that faith, we witness to good mental/spiritual 
health!  That mental/spiritual health is vital for our 
young people, well... for people of all ages...   
 
There are no guarantees against problems in life...  We 
want nonetheless to develop a certain resilience and 
strength, and the exercises and pracƟces that enable 
us to prevent them from coming and beƩer to deal 
with them when they happen.  May we always be 
ready to fill any ‘inner empƟness’ with a sure reliance 
on faith in Jesus Christ and a good doctor’s advice!  
Margaret Mary herself faced many inner challenges/
demons.  May she pray for us and all our young and all 
who are in need.  AMEN!

I dropped off my son to college (you 
may remember – he attends John  
Carroll University in Cleveland, Ohio) 
last weekend. I went to Target at least  
4 times (maybe more) in 2 days! And 

spent more money than I wanted to or planned. But, 
as the Visa Credit Card commercial suggests …  
moving my son into his dorm room for his sophomore 
year was indeed priceless.  
 

It was a little easier than last year; a few less tears 
shed. But, my heart was broken, nonetheless. I wrote 
in my column a few months ago about how often joy 
and pain are inextricably present in so much of life. 
And here I am, again, in the midst of these two  
opposing feelings, sitting side by side (or better yet, 
more like wrestling!) in my heart. I really do feel 
great joy in sending my son off to college, and yet in 
that exact moment there is a deep sadness, knowing I 
will miss the every-day blessing of the presence of 
my Matthew. I share with you a beautiful poem/
prayer from A Concord Pastor Comments (below) 
that gave me great consolation. Please feel free to 
substitute daughter for son, her for him, etc.  May 
God bless our children as they spread their wings… 
and fly … and soar … and bless them God especially 
when they fall to the ground, so they may feel your 
love and find the strength to get up and try again …
